Pledge on Immigration Affairs (English)
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1. The Immigration Office in Korea has a legal policy in which foreign students must depart from Korea within 14 days from the date they submit an application for either leave of absence or voluntary withdrawal to the university. Violation of this immigration law would be regarded as an illegal stay which will result in a forced deportation from the country and disadvantages when applying for a Korean visa at a later time.

2. The 14day grace period applies to those students who apply for a leave of absence or withdrawal from the school and their visa is still valid. If your visa has already expired, you must go to the Incheon Immigration Office to extend the visa period, bringing with you your flight ticket with your departure date clearly marked.

3. We are concerned that an increase in the number of illegal stay cases will have a negative effect on the visa applications of other foreign students who wish to study at Inha University in the coming years. We would like to ask you to abide by immigration laws and arrange to leave Korea within the legal time limit in order to avoid affecting other foreign students' future study plans.
